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CRITERIA FOR REFERRING CASES TO EITHER
BEDFORD BOROUGH SAFEGUARDING CHILDREN BOARD (BBSCB), CENTRAL BEDFORDSHIRE SAFEGUARDING CHILDREN BOARD (CBSCB) OR LUTON SAFEGUARDING CHILDREN BOARD (LSCB)
Serious child safeguarding cases are those in which:

· Abuse or neglect of a child is known or suspected; and

· The child has died or been seriously harmed.

Serious harm includes (but is not limited to) serious and/or long-term impairment of a child's mental health or intellectual, emotional, social or behavioural development. It should also cover impairment of physical health. This is not an exhaustive list. When making decisions, judgment should be exercised in cases where the impairment is likely to be long-term, even if this is not immediately certain. Even if a child recovers, including from a one-off incident, serious harm may still have occurred. 

The criteria which the local safeguarding partners must take into account when determining whether to carry out a Local Child Safeguarding Practice Review (LCSPR) includes whether the case highlights or may highlight:

· Improvements needed to safeguard and promote the welfare of children, including where those improvements have been previously identified;

· Recurrent themes in the safeguarding and promotion of the welfare of children;

· Concerns regarding two or more organisations or agencies failing to work together effectively to safeguard and promote the welfare of children;

· Or is a case which the Child Safeguarding Practice Review Panel have considered and concluded a local review may be more appropriate.

· Safeguarding partners should also have regard to the following circumstances:

· Where they have cause for concern about the actions of a single agency;

· There has been no agency involvement with the child / family prior to the incident and this causes for concern;

· More than one local authority, police force area or clinical commissioning group is involved, including in cases where families have moved around;

· The case may raise issues relating to safeguarding or promoting the welfare of children in institutional settings (this includes children's homes (including secure children's homes) and other settings with residential provision for children; custodial settings where a child is held, including police custody, young offender institutions and secure training centres; and all settings where detention of a child takes place, including under the Mental Health Act 1983 or the Mental Capacity Act 2005).

Some cases may not meet the definition of a 'serious child safeguarding case' but the case raises some  learning and issues of importance to the local area, for example good practice, poor practice or where there have been 'near miss' events.

The term child is taken to mean all children and young people up to the age of 18.

The relevant Safeguarding Children Board will use this form to consider whether there is a need for a LCSPR. Even if the criteria is met you do not have to do one if you feel there is no new learning following the Rapid Review process. However, if you do decide to do one it can only be called a LCSPR. This encompasses all types of learning under one consistent term. For example your LSCPR may include some or none of the following:

· Single Agency Individual Management Reviews

· Small Scale Single/Multi-Agency Audit 

· Practitioner focussed learning event

· Other action to promote learning and good practice

Submission of this form should only be by named Safeguarding partners or the BBSCB, CBSCB or LSCB Strategic Board members or other agencies working with the child/young person where it is considered there is inter/intra- agency learning opportunity; or where there is likely to be media interest in a case.
